More Information on Barb’s Pilot Group:
Thank you for filling out your information to be considered for the pilot group. You might be wondering, “How will I know if I’m doing a good job at this?” or “What does Barb really need from me?” 
Both are good questions and here is more information on how pilot group members can be the most helpful. (By the way, I borrowed this from my friend, Melissa Spoelstra, who is a very successful Bible study writer. She gives this info to her pilot groups )
PILOT GROUP BEST PRACTICES:
1. I will send out Bible study content the week before we discuss it. So, for the first week, I will email the file to you the previous Wednesday by 8pm. I will send it as a word document that you will need to download and print out OR type directly into the document.
2. Don’t worry/stress about typos or grammar. I will do my best to clean up typos as much as possible, but I have a fabulous editor named Sally that will take care of all of that.
3. Please write down your start and end times for each day of work so I can see about how long it takes to know where to make cuts.  I will write at the beginning of each day about how many words need to be cut from that lesson – if you see some paragraphs that can come out – please mark them! 
4. The manuscript is very rough.  Occasionally I make notes as I write about things to ask my editor – you can ignore these if you run across them! 
5. Mark questions that are hard to answer, frustrating activities, or sections you don’t agree with – theologically or feel like the text doesn’t support.  (I can take this – I’m going with Psalm 141:5, “Let the godly strike me! It will be a kindness! If they correct me, it is soothing medicine. Don’t let me refuse it.”)
6. I have picked a memory verse for each week  – if there is a verse that we hit in the study that you would think stands out as better for memory work, write it down. 
7. If there are stories, illustrations or sections that really resonate with you – please mark those (I will need a little encouragement!) and we will want to be sure those don’t get cut.  – we are always looking for short sentences that stand out alone to pull out for side quotes, social media teasers, etc.  Please underline and share any sentences that you think would be a good fit.
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
